	 BrakeBag is a passive safety system focused on preventing lower extremity injuries. Specifically, it is geared to prevent or diminish the serious injury which is typical to the brake operating right leg which is prone to a serious injury due to its position during crash accidents. BrakeBag is a safety device that replaces the conventional brake pedal foot pad. Upon the occurrence of an impact typical to a serious collision of the vehicle, the foot pad is deformed under the pressure of the driver's foot or by other means in a specific manner that causes the foot to turn, lowering the inner (left) side of the foot. In turn, this causes the foot to flex at the ankle and the leg to rotate inward, altering the progress of the impact through the limb and consequently lowering considerably the probability for serious damage to the driver's ankle, knee and hip joint. The low cost device will be integrated within the brake pedal of new vehicles during production.
